My creative process involves collecting my own reference 

material, freehand sketching my subject onto a pastel 

surface, and using soft pastel and pastel pencils to build up 

layers. I’ve surrendered to my passion for detail, and my 

artwork can take many hours to complete.  

I’m an Exhibiting Member of the Royal Art Society of NSW 

and have completed training and workshops with Liz 

Haywood Sullivan (Pastel Society of America, Master 

Pastelist), Richard McKinley (President, International 

Association of Pastel Societies), Ian Roberts (California Art 

Club) and Lyn Diefenbach (Master Pastelist, Pastel Society of

Day 1: Painterly approach using alcohol 
underpainting 
We’ll create a sunrise using the underpainting 
technique, producing a more painterly style of work. 
In this workshop you will discover my five-stage 
painting process: 
Day 2: Detailed approach with Pastels and Pastel 
pencils 
We’ll start creating a pet portrait or floral close-up. 
This is a slower, more detailed approach and we may 
not finish a piece in one day, but you’ll have an 
understanding of what you need to keep going in 
your studio
